
CITY OF STRATHMOOR VILLAGE 
ORDINANCE NO. 

SERIES 2008 

AN ORDINANCE relating to the regulating of portable storage containers, dumpsters 
and temporary construction structures, including portable toilets, within the city limits of the City 
of Strathmoor Village. 

WHEREAS, the City, by and through its elected Officers, are desirous of passing this 
Ordinance for the general interest and well being of its residents. 

NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the Commission of the City of Strathmoor 
Village, Kentucky; 

(1) It shall be unlawful to place or allow to be placed any portable on demand storage 
container (PODS), dumpster or temporary construction structure, including portable toilets, 
within the city limits of the City of Strathmoor Village for more than thirty (30) days without the 
written approval of the Strathmoor City Police Department. To obtain written approval, contact 
the police department at 456-1 168, 2801 ~ a r d s t o b n  Road, Louisville, Kentucky, 40205, 

PENALTY. 

(A) Violation of section (1) of this Ordinance by any person, corporation or other 
entity shall constitute a violation and be punishable by a fine in the amount of one hundred 
dollars ($100.00) per day until such structure is removed. Each day that the violator remains in 
violation shall constitute a separate offense. 

(B) Fines issued in violation of section (1) of this Ordinance shall be paid within ten 
(10) days of the issuance of the citation or a late fee of twenty-five dollars ($25.00) shall be 
applied. 

FURTHER, this Ordinance shall take effect upon approval, passage and publication as 
required by law.
